Recreational Cup

What is the Recreational Cup?  (formerly President’s Cup) The Recreational Cup is the WYSA State Tournament exclusively for recreational teams. The tournament’s preliminary games are held within each respective District in October and November.  District II Final games are held the weekend/weekdays prior to Thanksgiving.  The State Semi-Finals is the first weekend in December; State Finals are the second weekend at Starfire.

Who May Enter? The WYSA Recreational Cup is open to ONLY recreational Boys and Girls teams U-11 through 
U-19 that are comprised of properly registered youth players affiliated with WYSA Member Associations. 
What is recreational soccer? U.S. Youth Soccer defines “recreational” by stating: “the use of tryouts, invitations, recruiting or any like process to roster a player selectively to any team on the basis of talent or any ability is prohibited.”  Your tournament roster is your registered team for the current league season – no guest players allowed.

2. Fill out the on-line application at: www.wsysa.com, Tournaments, Recreational Cup.  Don’t pay the entry fee online.

Important Information  

Entry in Recreational Cup guarantees two games. Games are generally played on the opposite day of your league game (although league or PCup games may occur mid-week).  All coaches, trainers, managers, must be RMA cleared and be able to list their current RMA number. Only rostered coaches/managers/trainers will be allowed on the sidelines at District or State final games. Make sure you and your team reserve the first two weekends in December. (i.e. be sure they aren’t busy with basketball or skiing) and are willing to travel to the semi-final and/or final venues held within Western Washington. Note to older teams – please be aware the PSAT’s can be a conflict during Preliminaries and SAT’s may conflict with State Finals. Also – accommodation is not made for teams to attend Homecoming or recover from Homecoming. If you achieve a spot in the DII finals, you will be required to provide a volunteer. Teams or players entered in to Recreational Cup are ineligible to play in the other three State Cups.  You should roster all of your players; guest players are not allowed.

_____I know the Coach will be the single source of communication to and from District II.

_____I know only the Coaches/Managers rostered on the application may be on the sidelines during the Recreational Cup games.

_____I know Tournament Round Robin games will start the weekend of October 16th. District Finals are November 20th – 22nd, State Semi-Finals are December 4th – 5th and State Finals are December 11th – 12th. I have confirmed with the team parents that their child is available to play all the way through December 12th.

_____I know games may be scheduled mid-week and/or on the opposite weekend day of my regular league game.

_____A Coach or Team Representative will attend the mandatory information meeting on Monday, October 4th at 7pm in the Redmond High School Theater.
_____I have taken into account that my game schedule may change due to unforeseen field changes or acceptable reschedules.

_____I realize that if I coach U15 and up, I may have players unavailable due to testing, homecoming and work schedules and I know this may cause me to play short, but not cancel the game.

_____I realize a reschedule will only be allowed in the event the game date conflicts with academic testing which results in dropping the roster below 11 players: reschedule requests must be submitted on the reschedule request form, the new date and time must be acceptable to both teams, otherwise the original date stands. 
_____I know my team may have severe scheduling conflicts during the round robin due to PSAT’s and conflict in December for SAT’s.

_____I know there are NO reschedules during District Semi-Final or Final play.

_____I know there are NO reschedules for State Finals.

_____I know the tournament fee due to my association must be paid in full with my application.

_____I know there will be no refund of the tournament fee or withdrawal after October 1, 2010.

_____I know I need player cards for my Recreational Cup games.
_____I know I must have player cards for my team if I make it to State Finals.
_____I know there are school holidays that may create three-day weekends during the tournament; games will be scheduled on those weekends and no re-schedule requests will be accommodated for this reason.

______I know if my team participates in District Finals, we will be required to have a volunteer available to help make the event a success.
You need to register on-line at www.WSYSA.com.  DO NOT pay on-line.  Your payment, along with this signed form must be turned in to the NYSA Office by September 17.  Your team will not be considered for play until full payment and this form are received.
