
Are You Ready for the Fall Season? 
The club registrars and other club and NYSA board members have been 
working through the registration and team formation process – it is lengthy 
and complex!   We do have quite a few rules and procedures in place to en-
sure the outcome is fair; we believe it is in the best interest of everyone to 
know the rules will be applied fairly and appropriately to each player. 
 
Once team formation is complete, coaches must be recruited for new teams, 
division placements will be done and then home game field assignments can 
be made.  Once the game fields are determined, more volunteers will be 
needed to help ready the surfaces with lines, goals, and nets.

Coach Licensing 
The license clinics have always been and will continue to be 
fully reimbursed for our coaches.  Of our nearly 500 head 
coaches, most are already appropriately licensed, but we do 
have a few new coaches and a few who still need to com-
plete their licenses. 

We realize we are asking just a little more of a volunteer who is already giv-
ing quite a bit of his or her time and heart.  We believe the added benefit of a 
licensed coach is a volunteer who will enjoy the process more and continue 
longer with the program and it also honors the players by giving them the 
best chance of success.

Jewelry 

Remember ï Wearing Jewelry is Not Allowed During Soccer Games. 

Just Before Soccer Season is NOT a good time to decide to pierce 
ears, noses, or any other body part!  NYSA does not make this rule, but 

we must enforce it! 

Coaches and parents are reminded that jewelry of any kind is NOT permit-
ted to be worn during soccer matches.  Players may NOT wear ear, nose, or 
belly rings.  If the piercing cannot be removed, the player cannot play.  
Taping of jewelry is NOT an acceptable alternative to removing the jew-
elry.  The leather and rubber bracelets people have taken to wearing (such 
as the yellow ―Live Strong‖ bracelets and other forms of leather ―friendship‖ 
bracelets) are a form of adornment and are therefore jewelry and cannot be 
worn.  The need to reinforce this requirement stems from multiple reports of 
broken fingers resulting when fingers get entangled in these items during 
play.    
 
Thank you. We appreciate parents and players being respectful of the refe-
ree and his/her duty to enforce this rule.

Premier select soccer may have been hidden from your view until now, but it’s 
been here all along.  FC Alliance is the premier club of the Northshore Youth 
Soccer Association.  Check out the Alliance website for current summer camp 
openings and opportunities to play in the 2010/2011 PDL season. 
 
So who plays premier soccer?  The first decision to make is whether or not 

your child is a good candidate for premier soccer.  Most importantly, we recommend that your child 
demonstrates a "passion" for the game.  One good indication of that quality is that your child gets ex-
cited about going to practices (not just games) and also works with a ball outside of their scheduled 
practice time.  In addition, your child should be a good all-around athlete, possess good stamina, and 
should be a strong player in their NYSA age group.   
 
One myth about club soccer is that you must be the best player on your team in order to make a pre-
mier team.   However, players choose premier soccer to be challenged, to experience professional 
coaching, and because they see soccer as part of their identities.  These children are normal in size 
and shape, though they are naturally competitive, reasonably athletic, and eager to learn new 
things.  If your player strives to be considered an "impact player" on their junior high, high school, and 
eventually their college team, they can achieve these ambitions through participation in the high qual-
ity soccer training NYSA provides through FC Alliance Premier. 
Being a player for the FC Alliance is a great experience.  We invite you to experience the Alli-
ance premier soccer program, and discover why Alliance is the right move for your competitive 
athlete.

In most cases, you will be the new player’s first ―teacher.‖ Your role is critical to the future development of each player’s skills and their atti-
tudes towards sportsmanship in the game.  Northshore Youth Soccer Association (NYSA) requires that every coach attend their age appro-
priate coaching certificate or license.  All required coaching certificates and licenses are 100% funded by NYSA.  Any coach intending to 
coach U-11 and above must hold a minimum of an ―E‖ license.  In addition to coaching, it is your responsibility to control your sideline during 
games, and to stress sportsmanship to your parents and players.  Your coaching will follow the Laws of MODIFIED Developmental soccer 
and remember that ―This game is for the children; let them learn and play, but above all...let them have fun!‖

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Parent Code of Ethics 
 

Preamble: 

 

As a parent I play a special role in contributing to the needs and development of children. Through my encouragement and 

good example, I can help assure that all the boys and girls learn good sportsmanship and self-discipline. In soccer young 

people learn to work together, to sacrifice for the good of the team, to enjoy winning and deal appropriately with defeat ï all 

while becoming physically fit and healthy. Best of all, they have fun. 

 

Support Your Child   

Supporting your child by giving encouragement and showing interest in their team is very important.   

I Will:  Support my child while he/she works toward skill improvement and good sportsmanship in every game. Teach my 

child that hard work and an honest effort are more important than victory ï that by doing oneôs best, he/she will always be a 

winner despite the outcome of the game!   

Always Be Positive   
Parents serve as role models for their children. Become aware of this and work to be a positive role model.  

I will:  Applaud good plays by my childôs team as well as good plays by the opposing team. Support all efforts to remove 

verbal and physical abuse from youth sports activities.  Verbal or physical abuse is not permitted by anyone and I know vio-

lators will be asked to leave the premises.   

Your Child Wants to Have Fun   
Remember that your child is the one playing soccer, not you. Take care not to impose your own standards and goals on them 

I Will: .Let my children establish their own goals ï to play the game for themselves.   They will play for the fun of playing 

and if they desire to play at a higher level, they will bring that information to me.   

Reinforce Positive Behavior   
Positive reinforcement is the best way to help your child achieve their goals and overcome their natural fear of failure. No-

body likes to make mistakes, but ...  

I will:  Let my child make a mistake.  If it happens, we will both remember it's all part of learning, and I will encourage my 

childôs efforts to learn and correct the mistake by asking questions and practicing.  I will point out the good things he/she has 

accomplished.   

Donôt Be a Sideline Coach  

In the recreational and select program, coaches are usually parents just like you. They volunteer their time to help make 

your childôs youth soccer experience a positive one and take the required coach licensing clinics to create a better experi-

ence for all.  

I will:  Refrain from coaching from the sidelines. I will give the coach my support, but not by yelling out instructions to any 

player including my own or trying to discuss game strategy or playing time during a game.  As a volunteer organization, 

there is always an opportunity for me to take my interest in coaching to the next level and become one myself!  I will not 

stand at or behind the penalty box and yell out at players because I know my coach can be removed from the game because 

of my behavior. 

Donôt Be a Sideline Referee 
Our referees are young people and adults with an interest in the sport of soccer and in helping kids play the game of soccer.  

They may have various levels of experience, but they have taken the proper training that allows them to be out there referee-

ing the game.  Yes, they are paid to officiate, but not enough to take abuse or have their efforts questioned with sideline re-

marks. 

I Will:  Realize that my referee may have a limited amount of experience or a great deal of experience and understand that 

any game has quite a number of variables that affect how the game is called.  Specifically and most importantly, I will know 

that the referee calls things he/she may have seen that I didnôt; may not call things he/she didnôt see because efforts were 

concentrated on movement of the game; and may not call things because the rules say he/she can make judgment calls about 

things that affect the play of the game.  If I want to know and practice all the rules of the game, I will take referee training 

myself and put my time and talent on display in the middle of the field.

Referee Recertification Classes 
Returning referees wanting to referee for 2011 must get re-
certified with a 2011 badge.  You must obtain and document 
5 hours of in-service training and take the 2011 refresher test 
after July 1, 2010.  (Entry Level Clinic hours do not count to-
wards the 5 hours.) 
 
NYSA is hosting two 2.5 hour USSF recertification classes 
on Mondays in September, October.  The test will be given 
on Saturday, December 4.  There are also other ways to ob-
tain your in-service training around the area.

Coach Reminder About Risk Management: 
 

Our parent organization (Washington Youth Soccer As-

sociation) requires that a background check called a 

ñRisk Management Applicationò (RMA) be completed 

and properly submitted before any volunteer can begin 

working as a volunteer or employee of WYSA.  All in-

dividuals coming into contact with players, including 

coaches, assistant coaches, managers, trainers, referees 

and even the mom or dad who carpools players to prac-

tices are required to have a current Risk Management 

Clearance.  

 

Coaches without a valid RMA clearance will not be 

allowed to coach a team.  Any coach or asst. coach on 

a registered team in WYSA without a valid Risk Man-

agement Acceptance is not covered by the WYSA In-

surance.
