NYSA participates in the US Youth Soccer program that  
recognizes coaches who participate in the WSYSA program, 
honoring their expertise and personal accomplishments.  A 
Boys Coach and a Girls Coach selected at the local level are 
then nominated to District II, WSYSA, and ultimately to 
USYSA for the purpose of recognizing those coaches for  
excellence on and off the field as well as their contribution to 
the community and the game of soccer. 
 
Specific information asked for includes coach licensing,  
example of sportsmanship, how the coach promotes player 
development, how he/she enhances personal coaching  
development, and ways he/she positively influences soccer 
beyond their own team.  This packet will be a team effort as it 
requires two to six letters of recommendation ï it wonôt take 
very long when compared to the number of hours your coach 
puts in during a season.  Although it would be a nice idea to 
surprise your coach with the honor, he or she will need to  
provide a personal cover letter of acceptance with the nomi-
nation. 
 

Please consider nominating your favorite coach; tell us how 
he or she positively affects your team and the community.   A 
Girls Coach and a Boys Coach of the Year will be selected by 
the NYSA Board.

In 2011 we had a very successful year welcoming new referees!  We trained almost 120 new referees this sum-
mer and fall in our Grade 8 and 9 clinics.  Coaches and sidelines, as always, please be patient with the new 
referees as they gain experience.  It takes time (sometimes several years) to train a new referee to get to a 
point where they can referee a good game with full confidence. 
 

2012 Referee Recertification  
Returning referees with a 2011 badge who want to referee next year must get recertified for 2012.  NYSA held 
two 2.5 hour recert training sessions in Sept. and Oct. to satisfy the 5 hours of recert training needed each year.  
You must also pass the yearly Recertification Exam and this year you can take the Exam online at 
www.wasrc.org/exam.  Log on there, click on Referee: Education/Exam to start the exam.  (Hint!  Make sure 
you have your WASRC SiteName and password NOW!  If you donôt know it, request it early so you will still 
have time to take the Exam before Sat. Dec. 3.) 
 
Submit your Paperwork on December 3 from 8:00 am to noon:   
Bring 3 things to the NYSA office to register for your 2012 badge.   
1. The WASRC Recertification form showing you passed the online test and completed your training hours. 
2. The USSF Registration form.  (The óyearô is 2012.  Leave óyear attainedô or anything you donôt know blank.) 
3.    A $50 check made out to WSRC.
